Assignments of Error 
 
1. The trial court erred by admitting testimony relating to a second appraisal by a real estate 
expert witness, who had been jointly engaged by both the Plaintiffs and the Defendants to 
appraise the subject property where the second appraisal was commissioned only by the 
Plaintiffs and without the knowledge or consent of the Defendants. 

2. The trial court erred by admitting into evidence the real estate appraiser’s second appraisal 
where: 1) the appraisal assumed facts not in existence and was therefore speculative; and 2) the 
appraisal relied on alleged comparable sales which were not in fact comparable to the subject 
property.
